It’s like coming 
home every year, and I do wish I could do it more often.

This year’s theme was Explore, precisely what the board and staff did in late June 
2023. We explored our vision for Caldera’s future—Caldera NextGen. Together, we 
designed a three-year strategic road map that became our guide to a 30th anniversary 
celebration in October 2026.

At this important phase of our organizational life cycle, Caldera’s first learners are 
now adults, some of whose own children are now Caldera learners, and the creative 
ecosystem has expanded to include a vast network of creatives of all ages. It’s crucial 
to consider our years of impact, including how our work has affected a community of 
learners, the story we want to tell, and what is essential to learn going forward.

On a warm summer day, walking along the gravel road nestled in the Deschutes 
National Forest, you can’t help but savor the beauty of the crystal clear, cold Blue Lake. 
While enjoying the scenery, you can hear African drumming from the Ice Rink. The 
scuff marks on the wooden floor in the Hearth Building tell the story of 27 years of 
summer Community Circles, dancing and drumming, winter ceremonial gatherings, 
and spring private retreats.

But Caldera is more than a summer arts camp. 

For learners of all ages, Caldera is a place to (re)claim your innate creative voice or 
to catalyze a new idea, project, and/or piece. Caldera is an intentional immersion—in 
nature, in community, in a safe place to try something new, fail, and try again—to 
unlock unlimited possibilities.

Over the next three years, Caldera will strengthen, promote, and launch the generation 
of the thriving ecosystem of mentors, volunteers, professional artists, creative 
thinkers, makers, and doers who inspire and support Caldera learners through 
direct service, mentorship, and indirect influence. We believe every young person 
deserves the opportunity to become a whole-brain thinker. By joining Caldera’s 
giving community, you support creative thinking as a powerful tool that makes the 
impossible possible.

Caldera summer learning 
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Caldera’s youth program offers a no-cost, year-round 
positive youth development approach, environmental 
learning, and a connected arts-learning framework to 
build meaningful, supportive relationships. Learners 
experience growth in personal identity and social-
emotional development; increased resilience; critical 
thinking; and whole-brain thinking skills.

Invite a group of learners starting in middle school, who 
have been and currently are excluded and/or under-
resourced—to be away from home, in a natural space, for 
8 to 10 days.

Connect learners from different parts of the state, with 
different backgrounds. Add caring adults; add a natural 
environment; Add intentional exploration of identities 
and place in the community.

Add regular creative practice—African drumming, 
photography, visual art, written and spoken word, 
and filmmaking. Add eight days of eating and sleeping 
outdoors, a challenge course, and a 40-foot dream 
tree-climbing experience.

Meet learners in their world, year-round. Follow them 
through high-school graduation; provide them with 
a project-based learning project every year; include 
tangible deliverables that provide creative solutions for a 
community-based organizations.

Bring them back to the outdoors each summer, for a 
total of seven years, to rinse and repeat. Each summer 
deepens the experience until it becomes practice that 
can be called upon in any situation.

Launch them into young adulthood with internship, 
incubator, and accelerator opportunities, and a 
Community Advisory Board—made up of Caldera alumni 
and peers from business and industry.  
(Launching in 2025)

THE METHOD
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What do we know from 27 years of service?

Caldera builds confidence, a key to future readiness

“I have experienced my confidence increase in and 
out of school due to Caldera’s supportive culture. 
With confidence, I know that I can reach my goal and 
overcome barriers that would otherwise hold me back.” 

—Research shows that youth with high levels of social-
emotional skills such as perseverance and self-esteem 
can have improved health-related outcomes and well-
being, as well as reduced antisocial behaviors (OECD 
2015).

Caldera supports both skill and identity development 

“By the time I graduated from the program, I knew who 
I wanted to be and how I wanted to impact the world 
around me. I developed leadership, interpersonal, 
conflict resolution, and film-editing skills over the years.”

—Research shows that when youth have positive adult 
relationships, they are more likely to perform better in 
school and go to college, the latter of which is even more 
pronounced among lower-income learners (Barshay, 
2023).  

Caldera promotes intercultural learning—over the last 
three years, 74% of learners reported that Caldera 
challenged them to understand others’ experiences. 

—The two most desired intercultural skills reported by 
businesses in a 2013 study by Ipsos were the ability to 
understand different viewpoints and respect for others, 
regardless of background (British Council, 2013).

These days, Tristan Irving (TK) is known for his vibrant 
illustrative art style, displayed across Portland business 
fronts, galleries, merchandise, and museums and 
coveted by art collectors. TK’s art evokes and expands 
customary views of creativity from coast to coast.  

But when TK is among friends here at Caldera, he is 
better known by his Caldera name: Rick James. Tristan 
was a Caldera learner from ages 12 to 18, one of the 
earliest generations of Caldera alums. 

Though only some Caldera learners go on to become 
renowned artists, Tristan took the invitation to explore 
creativity and develop his creative voice very seriously. 

“Caldera is one of the only places on earth in which 
a kid can go to sleep, get three meals a day, rename 
themselves, paint, photograph, do African drumming, 
and be uplifted and surrounded by adults who are 
compassionate, kind, and understanding, all at no cost.”

Tristan believes that Caldera is important because it 
provides a safe space to explore a different environment. 

“These kids who may never have the chance to be in 
nature get out of the concrete jungle and are able to 
swim in the lake, play on a ropes course, and not be 
afraid to fail.”

According to Tristan, Caldera is more than just a place.  
It becomes a kind of family—providing a social 
framework long after high school. Tristan shared that his 
previous junior advocate reached out to him (someone 
he hadn’t heard from in years) to say how excited and 
proud they were to see one of Tristan’s paintings in 
a public gallery. “Caldera is a family, always there to 
support one another. No matter where you come from 
or your background, you show up to camp where you are 
immediately surrounded by people who already love you 
and want you to succeed and are there to help young 
learners find themselves in whatever that entails.”

When Michael Navarro, Student Success Specialist 
at St. Mary’s Academy, talks about Caldera, his face 
lights up with an infectious grin. Since joining Caldera’s 
board of trustees in 2020, Michael has developed a deep 
appreciation for Caldera’s broad impact on the lives of 
young learners.

“Caldera gives every young learner the support and 
opportunity to be their authentic self. That’s something 
that I really appreciate, from personal and professional 
experience.” 

Michael has been involved in education in Oregon since 
1995. His experiences range from coordinating Step 
Up at Roosevelt HS, a tutoring and advocacy program, 
dean of students at Open Meadow Alternative School, 
teaching at the high-school and middle-school level, 
and serving as principal at Open School North. He is 
also the parent of a Caldera learner, which informs his 
understanding from an even more personal level. 

“To me, Caldera is something magical. I’ve seen my 
students, and even my own child, find confidence 
and learn to be their authentic selves through art 
programming and working with Caldera’s mentors.  
The confidence these young learners get when working 
with Caldera’s mentors impacts all aspects of their lives, 
including art, school, and within their communities.”

Michael believes that Caldera brings out the artist 
within every young learner, a testament to the mentors’ 
connection with middle– and high-school-aged learners. 

“Caldera mentors and teaching artists have a gift: They 
can build confidence with a young learner who may not 
be succeeding in public school, connect with them and 
help them give stability, or even be an avenue for them to 
express themselves. And it’s such a great opportunity for 
learners to be exposed to amazing artists who are at the 
top of their game and who regularly return to Caldera to 
help support and teach these kids.”
